
Bible Study Lesson #6- In Whom Do We Believe? 

 

In this lesson we would like to look into the Gospel of John to get a clearer picture of Jesus. 

That way we can believe in Him and rely upon Him better. Your faith in Jesus will grow as you 

see what the Bible says about Him. 

 

1. At the end of the Gospel, John says that he wrote these things so that we can believe in 

Jesus.

In the first chapter of John, he refers to Jesus as "the Word" (The expression of God). We 

know that this refers to Jesus because it says in verse 14, "the Word became flesh, and dwelt 

among us" (Jesus). 

 

2. Look over verses one through five of John chapter one. Has the Word (Jesus) been around 

from the beginning?

JESUS AS GOD 

 

We have seen that John refers to Jesus as God and that Jesus referred to Himself as God. 

Therefore, since Jesus is God, when we come to Jesus we are coming to God. Let's look at 

some of the things that Jesus said about Himself so that we can better appreciate what it 

means to come to Him.
