1 After these events King Ahasuerus promoted Haman, the son of Hammedatha
the Agagite, and advanced him and established his authority over all the princes
who were with him.

After king took Esther as wife/Queen he promoted Haman an enemy of the
Jews w/ Esther Queen.

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Haman an Agagite descendant of Agag king of Amalek Nu 24:7. Ahasuerus

,2 And all the king’s servants who were at the king’s gate bowed down and paid
homage to Haman; for so the king had commanded concerning him. But
Mordecai neither bowed down nor paid homage. 3 Then the king’s servants who
were at the king’s gate said to Mordecai, “Why are you transgressing the king’s
command?” 4 Now it was when they had spoken daily to him and he would not
listen to them, that they told Haman to see whether Mordecai’s reason would
stand; for he had told them that he was a Jew.

5 When Haman saw that Mordecai neither bowed down nor paid homage to him,
Haman was filled with rage. 6 But he disdained to lay hands on Mordecai alone,
for they had told him who the people of Mordecai were; therefore Haman sought
to destroy all the Jews, the people of Mordecai, who were throughout the whole
kingdom of Ahasuerus.

7 In the first month, which is the month Nisan, in the twelfth year of King
Ahasuerus (5 yrs married), Pur, that is the lot, was cast before Haman from day to
day and from month to month, until the twelfth month, that is the month Adar.

Consults pagan diviners for day of massacre. Lot falls into lap but decision is
of the Lord gives 11 months to turn things around to defeat Hamans plot or

8 Then Haman said to King Ahasuerus, “There is a certain people scattered and
dispersed among the peoples in all the provinces of your kingdom; their laws are
different from those of all other people, and they do not observe the king’s laws,
so it is not in the king’s interest to let them remain.

10Then the king took his signet ring from his hand and gave it to Haman, the son
of Hammedatha the Agagite autopen, the enemy of the Jews. 11And the king said
to Haman, “The silver is yours, and the people also, to do with them as you
please.” 12Then the king’s scribes were summoned on the thirteenth day of the
first month, and it was written just as Haman commanded to the king’s satraps, to
the governors who were over each province, and to the princes of each people,
each province according to its script, each people according to its language,
being written in the name of King Ahasuerus and sealed with the king’s signet
ring. 13And letters were sent by couriers to all the king’s provinces to destroy, to
kill, and to annihilate all the Jews, both young and old, women and children, in
one day, the thirteenth day of the twelfth month, which is the month Adar, and to
seize their possessions as plunder.

On that day murder all Jews men, women, boys and girls, babies too

‘annihilate all’:13 and take all their possessions.

MH never any act of cruelty appeared so barefaced as this, to destroy, to kill, and to
cause to perish, all the Jews, appointing them as sheep for the slaughter without
showing any cause for so doing. No crime is laid to their charge; it is not pretended that
they were obnoxious to the public justice, nor is any condition offered, upon
performance of which they might have their lives spared; but die they must, without
mercy. 250 years later never imagining it carried out Hitlers final solution 1941 6 mill

14 A copy of the edict to be issued as law in every province was published to all
the peoples so that they should be ready for this day. 15The couriers went out
impelled by the king’s command while the decree was issued in Susa the capital;
and while the king and Haman sat down to drink, the city of Susa was in
confusion.
