Feet pillar fire 1:15 His feet were like burnished bronze, when it has been caused
to glow in a furnace,

Little book opened We saw in Ch 5 a sealed book now opened--fitle deed
of earth Right of ownership—Authority to rule—Right foot on sea, foot

on land—position of authority, ownership, conquering King Josh 10: 23 And

they did so, and brought these five kings out to him from the cave: the king of
Jerusalem, the king of Hebron, the king of Jarmuth, the king of Lachish, and the
king of Eglon. 24 And it came about when they brought these kings out to
Joshua, that Joshua called for all the men of Israel, and said to the chiefs of the
men of war who had gone with him, “Come near, put your feet on the necks of
these kings.” So they came near and put their feet on their necks. 25 Joshua then
said to them, “Do not fear or be dismayed! Be strong and courageous, for thus

the LORD will do to all your enemies with whom you fight.”

Sea refers to Gentile nations. Is 60:5 Then thou shalt see and flow together,

and thine heart shall fear and be enlarged, because the abundance of the sea

shall be converted unto thee, the wealth of the Gentiles shall come unto thee.

Land is always the land Israel--promise land

Judgment falls upon Jews & Gentiles ‘there will be tribulation and distress for

every soul of man who does evil of the Jew first and also of Gentiles Rom 2:9

Voice as lion—>5:5 ‘Lion of tribe of Judah’ Joel 3:16 ‘The Lord also shall roar out

of Zion and utter His voice from Jerusalem.

7 peals of thunder- Mercy is ended, wrath is in full swing. Fulfillment Ps

2:1,2,9 Nations and Kings rage against the Lord and His anointed, Lord speaks to

them in His anger and terrifies them in His fury, He shall break them w/ a rod of
iron and shatter them like earthenware. The cry/prayer is now answered.
4 And when the seven peals of thunder had spoken, | was about to write; and |

heard a voice from heaven saying, “Seal up the things which the seven peals of
thunder have spoken, and do not write them.”

Where God is silent we need to be Ps 29:3-9 7 hold voice of Lord thunders

5 And the angel whom | saw standing on the sea and on the land lifted up his
right hand to heaven, 6 and swore by Him who lives forever and ever, WHO
CREATED HEAVEN AND THE THINGS IN IT, AND THE EARTH AND THE THINGS
INIT, AND THE SEA AND THE THINGS IN IT, that there shall be delay no longer, 7
but in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he is about to sound, then
the mystery of God is finished, as He preached to His servants the prophets.

No more delay in fulfilment to 71" trumpet--Those under altar 6:10 ‘How long
Lord will you refrain from judging and avenging our blood on those who dwell on

the earth’--- Dilemma-if Jesus is messenger how is it He swears by Him who
lives forever who is creator? to impress upon the reader the
seriousness of the matter. Heb 6:16 ‘Man swears an oath by one

greater than themselves’ — swear on mothers honor or swear to God not

swear on pet turtle Oscar. ‘NLT Heb 6:16 Now when people take an oath, they
call on someone greater than themselves to hold them to it. And without any
question that oath is binding. 17 God also bound himself with an oath, so that
those who received the promise could be perfectly sure that he would never
change his mind. 18 So God has given both his promise and his oath. These two

things are unchangeable because it is impossible for God to lie.

HA Ironside The mystery of God’s long tolerance of evil, will be finished. Everything will
then be made plain. The mystery of retribution--the mystery of predestination--the
mystery of the great struggle between light & darkness & good & evil--all will be
explained then. There will be no more secrets in God’s ways & dealings & man need no
longer question; the dispensations of faith will have come to an end & the dispensation
of sight will have dawned.

of God’s word & burning desire to deliver it. Bitterness because of peoples

sin & obstinacy which he was to denounce & their unwillingness to listen.

When God speaks we are to devour the message--take in—assimilate--let
it become part of you-not merely casual glance-a take it or leave it attitude.

Jer 15:16 Thy words were found and | ate them, And Thy words became for me a
joy and the delight of my heart; For | have been called by Thy name, O LORD God
of hosts.

Disciples on road to Emmaus Luke 24:13-35 “Were not our hearts burning
within us while he talked with us on the road and opened the Scriptures to us?”

Hearts like dry kindling ready to burst into flames w/ burning desire for God
and His word.

Ps 39:3 My heart was hot within me; While | was musing the fire burned; Then |
spoke with my tongue:

Amos 8:11 “Behold, days are coming,” declares the Lord Gob, “When I will send a
famine on the land, Not a famine of bread or a thirst for water, But rather for
hearing the words of the LORD.
